Dues, dues, dues

Often there is confusion about our dues statements-where they come from and when they come. It is important to
understand our dues structure to be sure they are paid in a timely way. Dues statements come from two places- 1)
Lions Clubs International 2) District Treasurer Marvin Funk (for state and district dues). Dues statements arrive twice a
year from BOTH sources. International dues statements are sent out on July 1 and January 1. The state/district dues are
also sent around those dates. Itis VERY important to understand that your club is billed for members based on
membership numbers Lions Clubs International has on December 31 and June 30. Club secretaries need to be sure to
submit their monthly membership reports online accurately and in a timely manner (by the last day of each month), in
order to keep this data current.

Regardless of the somewhat confusing structure of our dues system, it is so important to understand that our dues
support our organization and allow us to do the amazing work we do. Club presidents and secretaries please be sure to
maintain current records and pay dues in a timely fashion to avoid confusion and a backlog of dues.
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Due to Lions Clubs International on May 15 of each year, the PU-101 is a report of new elected officers for the following

year. It is from the submission of this form that information is generated for the state directory. Submission of this

form is also the only way Lions Clubs International has of contacting the correct individuals in your club with important
information. NOTE-IT IS IMPORTANT TO SUBMIT THE COMPLETED FORM EVEN IF YOUR OFFICERS ARE STAYING THE

SAME. It is the job of the secretary to complete and submit this form, which can be found online at lionsclubs.org. Type

To be automatically entered for the Beacon Awards, clubs and districts must submit a report on their Global Service
Action Campaign activities (narrative description of the activity, with photos if available) to Lions Clubs International via
the Lions Service Activity Report in the WMMR. A link to the Service Activity Report with information on how to enter
activity information related to the Global Service Action Campaigns will be available on the WMMR Administration
Home page. Specific instructions on how to access the reporting system are also available on the WMMR login page.
