and friends! Welcome to not only a
new year, but a new decade! Like
many of you, | am just amazed at
how quickly the last few years have
gone. It occurred to me recently
that an interesting phenomenon

occurs when we watch eveday of

our lives go by. It becomes very easy to lose

perspective of change.

Consider thidook around your community
what is different now from 20 or 30 years ago if you
were there that long ago? Small communities
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I would like to suggest that this is, to some extent, a
false assumption. As | look at Hillsboro and really stop
to consider, MUCH is different from when | arrived 20
years ago. Some of those changes are more obvious
than others. Therare the buildings that have gone up
and others that have come down, businesses that have
opened and closed, people who have moved away and
new residents who have arrived. Within my job, | have
seen my original school building razed and another take
its place, which is now older than my current group of
students. | have seen our enrollment rise and fall again,
colleagues retire and new hires take their places.
Because these changes have happened slowly over
time, it seems like things have ALWAYS beemidne
they are now and only when | stop and compare do |
realize how different things really are.

As | transfer this line of thinking to my Lion life,
it makes me wonder. | have seen our club size and
membership fluctuate over the years, and projects
come and go. But in reality, have we adapted to meet
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up the statistics, but my guess is that our membership
numbers are not more than a few less than when |
joined a decade ago, and most of the projects we do
now are ones which have existed before | ever joined.
And so it begs the question, at leastMY mind: ARE
we meeting the needs of our community which HAS
undoubtedly changed? ARE we relevant?

What | DO know is that, in some form or
another, the concept of Lionism and all that it embraces

IS relevant and DOES have a significant and meahingfu
place in my and every other community. Where is there
no need? In what community are there no under
privileged citizens? Where does every citizen has
perfect vision, and does every city government agency
has more than enough funds for local project&here
does every child have too many opportunities?
