Beverly Stebbins, from Arlington, Texas, USA, 
was elected to serve a two-year term as a director of 
The International Association of Lions Clubs at the 
association’s 91st International Convention, held in 
Bangkok, Thailand, June 23-27, 2008. 

Director Stebbins is a retired teacher. 
A member of the Arlington Texas Lions Club and 

a Lion since 1992, Director Stebbins has held many 
offices within the association, including club president; 
zone Chairperson, region chairperson, vice district 
governor and district governor. She has also served as a 
presenter at the Texas Lions Leadership Forum and as a 
moderator at last year’s USA/Canada Forum. 

In recognition of her service to the association, 
Director Stebbins has received numerous awards, 
including a Multiple District Lion of the Year award, the

Second Announcement of Constitutional Amendments   

The District 17-S Constitution and By-Laws committee is submitting the following amendments for vote at the District 
17-S Convention to be held March 12 and 13, 2010 in Augusta, KS.  For a copy of the current District 17-S Constitution & 
By-Laws; go to http://www.kslions.com/ and click on “Dist. By-laws” in the upper right corner. 

 

In the constitution, Article IV, Section 1.C. Change “convention” to “meeting” and add another sentence:  “As provided 
in Article I, Section 7 in the By-laws”. 

 

In the By-Laws, Article 1: Remove the heading “DG and VDG Nominations and Elections” and replace with “District 
Nominations, Elections and Appointments” 

 

In the By-Laws, Article 1, Section 2: Remove “Vice-District Governor” and replace with “first or second vice district 
governor” and add after “Lions Clubs” the following “International Constitution and By-Laws” 

 

In the By-Laws, Article 1, add new section: 

Section 8. REGION/ZONE CHAIRPERSON QUALIFICATIONS 

Each region and zone chairperson shall: 

(a) Be an active member in good standing in his/her respective region or zone; and 

(b) Have served or will have served at the time of taking office as region or zone chairperson as president of a Lions club 
for a full term or major portion thereof, and a member of the board of directors of a Lions club for no less than two (2) 
additional years. 

 

In the By-Laws delete Section 7 of Article I which states: “In the event of vacancy in the office of District Governor or 
Vice-District Governor, provisions of Lions Clubs International Constitution and By-Laws will apply”.  And replace it with: 

Section 7. FIRST AND SECOND V.D.G. VACANCIES 
In event of a vacancy arising in the office of first or second vice district governor, the district governor shall convene a 
special meeting of the members of the existing cabinet as provided for in the International Constitution and By-Laws and 
all past international officers who are members in good standing of a chartered Lions club in good standing in the 
District. It shall be the duty of the attendees at this meeting to appoint a qualified club member as first or second vice 
district governor for the remainder of the term. In filling said vacancy, it shall be the duty of the district governor, or if 
not available, the most recent past district governor who is available, to send out invitations to attend said meeting and 
it shall also be his/her responsibility to preside as chairperson of the meeting. The chairperson shall convey the results to 
the international office within seven (7) days together with evidence of invitations sent and meeting attendance. Each 
Lion that is entitled to receive an invitation to attend and is present at said meeting shall be entitled to cast one vote for 
the Lion of his/her choice. The election shall be by secret written ballot, with the candidate required to secure a majority 
of the votes cast.  In order for a Lion to be eligible and qualified to be selected to fill a vacancy in the office of first or 
second vice district governor, he/she must: 

A. Be an Active Member in good standing of a chartered Lions club in good standing in District 17-S. 
B. Secure the endorsement of his/her club 
C. Have served or will have served at the time he/she takes office as first or second vice district governor:

1. As president of a Lions club for a full term or major portion thereof; and a member of the board of 
directors of a Lions club for no less than two (2) additional years; and 

2. As a zone chairperson or region chairperson or cabinet secretary and/or treasurer for a full term or 
major portion thereof. 

3. With none of the above being accomplished concurrently. 
 

In the By-Laws Article II, Section 7.C. Add “First and Second”. Section only states vice district governor need to include 
both. 

 

In the By-Laws Article III, Section 1, delete:  “Lions Clubs International Foundation (LCIF)”.  The LCIF District Coordinator 
is now nominated by the Multiple District Coordinator, and appointed by the LCIF Chairperson.

Club Elections and Reporting 

According to Lions Clubs International Club Officer Elections are to be held no later than April 15. The club president 
appoints the Nominating Committee and the club secretary should send election notices 14 days in advance of the 
election. The Nominating Committee submits names at the Nominating Meeting a week before the Election Meeting. 
Members may also submit names at that meeting. If no one nominated is able or willing to serve the Nominating 
Committee may also submit names at the Election Meeting.  

After the election the club secretary has a very important job. The Lions International Club’s Officer Reporting Form 
(known as the PU 101 Form) needs to be completed immediately after elections or in no case any later than May 15, to 
report the Membership Chair and each officer of the Lions Club, even officers that are staying in the same position. THIS 
IS VERY IMPORTANT. Every year Lions Clubs International issues new passwords to all club officers to maintain security 
of Lions data so they must have this information. The form may be submitted on line or a hard copy completed and 
mailed. Also, it is absolutely essential that you send a copy of the form to the current District Governor and the District 
Governor Elect. The Governor or Governor Elect need to pass this information on to the State Lions Office. Here’s what 
happens if your club secretary does not perform this very important function. Lions Clubs International will not be able 
to send vital information to the club’s current officers. Also, your new club officers will not be listed in the MD 17 Lions 
Directory and again your club may miss receiving very important information. The State and District Officers, and often 
other Lions, rely on information in the directory. Thanks for keeping District S current on the PU 101.
