Clubs that 
have gross receipts less than $25,000 can file the electronic postcard.  Clubs must have a 
taxpayer identification number or (EIN).  If your club has a bank account you probably have an 
EIN number, just check with your bank.  If not, an EIN number can be obtained by filling out an 
SS-4 form available through the IRS (800) 829-4933 or by going to IRS website (www.irs.gov) 
 

Upon receipt of the Letter of Authorization, LCI can then update their records accordingly.  
Deadline for filing 990 is November 15, 2008.  Should you have any additional questions or 
concerns, please do not hesitate to contact the Legal Division.
